	1754-1763
	French and Indian War
	Colonists and British and some Indians allied up to drive French and its Indian ally out of North America. It lasted seven years and Americans used Guerilla War Tactics. 

	-The Americans united together to fight foes. 
-The war gave most Americans a socializing experience. 

-The war made the colonies have a bitter feeling toward the Britain. 
	-The British increased colonial power empire in Americas. 
-The war greatly enlarged England debt. 

-The British felt a contempt for colonists. 
	-The colonies felt angry about the British.
-The English felt the colonies were not respectful. 

-English imposed heavy taxes on the colonies because of their debt. 

	1763


	Proclamation of 1763
	It flatly prohibited settlement in the area beyond the Appalachians.

	-Colonists were dismayed and felt angry because British did not grant them the right to the land. 
-Developed a new vision of their destiny. 
	-Solved the problem of Indian attacks outside the colonies. 

	-The colonies felt angry about the Proclamation. 
-The England took political action on the colonies.

	Sugar Act
	Britain imposed tax on the sugar for raising revenue for the crown. 

	-Increased duty on foreign sugar imported from the West Indies. 
-The sugar was more expensive than before.
	-Britain raised money because of the sugar tax. 
	-Colonies were angry because the heavy tax.

	1765
	Stamp Act
	-Mandated the use of stamped paper or the affixing of stamps, certifying payment of tax(commercial and legal document, playing cards, etc). 

	-Extra money was charged on the paper goods. 

-Colonies got angry about the act. 

-Colonies started refusing and protesting British paper goods. 
	-England raised money through the Stamp Act. 
	-The resentment rose because of the tax on the paper goods
-the colonists formed the Stamp Act Congress. 

	1765
	Quartering Act


	-It required the colonists to provide food and shelters for the soldier that were protecting them.

	-The colonies were forced to accept the soldiers. They fed the soldiers out of their own money. 

	-British did not have to worry about the expenses on the military force.
	-Colonies were outraged because of extra money spent on the soldiers.

	Declaratory Act


	-British could “bind”colonies under any circumstance.

	-Colonies were controlled tightly.
	-British had great control over the colonies. 

	-Colonies were not happy about this because they lost the freedom.
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	1767-1770
	Townshend Duties


	-Named after Charles Townshend. Imposed heavy tax on imported goods from the port. 
-British used this to pay the loyal government people.


	-Colonists were heavily charged on their daily goods. 
-They started refusing to buy British goods. 
	-British experienced bad economics
	-Colonies were outraged due to high taxation

	1770
May 5th
	Boston Massacre


	60 townspeople began taunting and throwing snowballs at a squad of 10 redcoats. Redcoats shot at the protestors.  

	-11 people were killed or wounded. 
	-only two soldiers were blamed and sent to trial but later were released. 
	-Colonies felt bitter toward the British because of the Massacre. 

	1773
	Tea Act


	-tax on the teas exported from Britain to America
-tax on tea was lowered to stop smugglers. 


	-smugglers felt that they were “tricked”
	-British lowered tax on tea to stop smuggling
-tea was cheap
	-colonies were angry due to tea act (they could not make profit)

	1773
Dec 16th
	Boston Tea Party
	-100 Bostonians smashed open 342 chests of tea and dumped them into Atlantic. 
	-Colonies cheered up for this action.
-some thought this was violation of the law and threat to anarchy. 
	-British lost a lot of tea and they decided to pass “intolerable acts” to chastise Boston in particular, Massachusetts in general. 
	-the conflict and clash between British and the colonies rose and became worse. 
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	1774
	Coercive/

Intolerable Acts


	-British passed this to chastise Boston in particular and Massachusetts in general. 
-many charted rights were swept away. 


	-colonies could not have meeting whenever they wanted to 
	-enforcing officials who killed colonists in the line of duty could now be sent to Britain for  trial. 
	-colonies were mad due to the restrictions on town hall meetings.

	First Continental Congress


	-a consultative body(a convention)
-John Adams played a stellar role

-drew up a rining Declaration of Rights
-created The Association


	-colonies sent delegates to discuss the situation
-created The Association to boycott British goods. 
	-Britain was seemed as the enemy of the colonies. 
-was boycotted by the colonies
	-resentment, anger and bitterness rose from the colonies.

	1775
Apr 14th
	Battles of Lexington and Concord


	-British troops sent to seize stores of colonial gunpowder. 
-the start of the Revolutionary War


	-eight Americans were killed and several more were wounded
	-British retreated at last but hastily. 
	-colonies started fighting for their independence
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	1775
May 10th
	Second Continental Congress


	-full slate of thirteen colonies was represented. 
-drafted George Washington as the leader

-moving toward the independence


	-colonies started their way to independence
	-British felt the threat that colonies started to rebel against them. 
	The war was already occurring between the colonies and British at this moment. 

	1776
	Publication of Common Sense


	-written by Thomas Paine

-called for a new form of society or government “republic”

-influenced The Declaration of Independence 

	-called for a new form of society
-resentment toward the British
	-was blamed by the American for suffering and toiling. 
	Colonies thought more for their fight for the independence. 

	1776
Jul 4th
	Declaration of Independence
	-all thirteen colonies signed this document. 
-official document declared independence from the Britain


	-colonies claimed independence from the British
	-Britain lost all it American colonies and territories. 
	The Revolutionary War was ended
